Known Issues

2. The Enable SSH option is not saving in the web UI.

3. The default video format H.265 does not play on VLC. To review footage recorded in H.265 format you must
use the Luma Video player. Alternatively, change the DVR to record using H.264 so that the footage can be
played on both VLC and the Luma Video Player.
