Loosen the pole set screws

Loosen the two set screws on the sides of the mounting arm assembly using the provided 4mm hex

wrench.



Remove the pole mounting assembly

Slide the pole mounting assembly to remove it from the mounting arm assembly.



Attach the pole mounting assembly to the pole

The pole (purchased separately) must already be installed. Thread the wire(s) through the pole

mounting assembly. Screw the pole mounting assembly onto the pole.



Secure the pole mounting assembly

Secure the pole mounting assembly by tightening the set screw with the 3mm hex wrench. Do not

overtighten the set screw.

Prepare the mounting arm assembly

Using the 4mm hex wrench, loosen the mounting arm set screws. Slide the arm extensions in or out

so that the arm lengths match the mounting pattern on the projector.



Attach the projector to the mounting arm assembly

Secure the arms to the projector using the appropriately sized mounting screws, washers and
spacers (if needed). Hand tighten only; do not overtighten. You may need to adjust the arm angle by

loosening the arm screws closest to the center.



Center the assembly

Center the mounting arm assembly on the projector to distribute the weight evenly among its four

arms.

Tighten the set screws on all four arms. Hand tighten only; do not overtighten.
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Attach the projector

Attach the secured projector and mounting arm assembly to the pole mounting assembly by sliding
the hooked bracket back over the mounting plate. Team lift only. Secure using the two set screws.

Hand tighten only; do not overtighten.
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Adjust rotation

Adjust the rotation using the 3mm hex wrench on the set screw (see step 2) on the detachable pole

mounting assembly.
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Adjust pitch

Adjust the pitch by using the 4mm hex wrench on the detachable pole mounting assembly vertical

set screws. Hand tighten only; do not overtighten.
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Adjust roll

Adjust the roll using the 4mm hex wrench on the detachable pole mounting assembly horizontal set

SCrews.
